PUPILS, PARENTS AND COMMUNITY COMMITTEE - TERMS OF REFERENCE

Membership

1
The Pupils, Parents and Community Committee shall consist of at least three governors and the headteacher. 

Meetings and Quorum

2
The Committee shall meet once a term and otherwise, as required.  The quorum for a committee meeting shall be 3 governors, including the headteacher.

Clerk

3
The Chair of the Committee will ensure that agendas and papers for each meeting are sent out seven days in advance.

Terms of reference

Pupil Well-being

(a) To monitor:

(i) the extent to which pupils enjoy their learning, feel safe and adopt healthy lifestyles;
(ii) the extent to which pupils, including those from different groups, contribute to the school and wider community and engage in decision-making or consultation about issues which affect the quality of their learning and well-being;
(iii) the effectiveness of partnerships in promoting well-being;

(iv) the effectiveness of care, guidance and support in promoting personal development and well-being

(v) the extent to which pupils develop skills which contribute to their future economic well-being.

(b) To monitor pupil attendance and punctuality.
(c) To ensure that child protection procedures are in place and that relevant staff have access to up-to-date training. 
(d) To keep under review the governors’ discipline statement, to monitor the effectiveness of the behaviour policy in promoting good behaviour and to monitor exclusions and consider whether there are any trends in the data which need to be addressed.

(e) To ensure that the School complies with the welfare requirements of the Early Years Foundation Stage (if applicable).

(f) To liaise appropriately with the School Council and to ensure that the governing body is informed of pupils’ views and responds appropriately.

(g) To ensure that the school meets the required standards in the provision of school lunches or other school food.

Parents and the community
(h) To develop and keep under review a policy for communication with parents/carers and monitor the effectiveness of the school’s engagement with parents and carers.
(i) To seek the views of parents/carers about the school and present these to the governing body for action and report back to parents.
(j) To ensure that parents are aware of their right to withdraw their child from RE and collective worship.

(k) To review the school website and school profile and co-ordinate its revision each year in consultation with the headteacher.

(l) To monitor and develop home-school links and keep under review the home-school agreement.

(m) To monitor and keep under review the governing body’s complaints policy.

(n) To liaise appropriately with the Friends of St Leonard’s and monitor content of its facebook page.
(o) To monitor and evaluate the provision and outcomes of extended school activities.

(p) To keep under review the policy on community use of the school and partnerships with community groups.

General
(q) To monitor appropriate sections of the Self-evaluation Form (SEF).

(r) To report the Committee’s resolutions and recommendations to the next full meeting of the governing body.

(s) To keep the terms of reference under review and recommend any changes to the governing body prior to the annual review of committees.
(t) To determine any other matters referred to the Committee by the governing body.
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
